History  
“Geologists today have generally concluded that the continents were once connected in one giant super continent they have 

named "Pangaea". Computer imaging has shown how all the continents appear to fit together. As an example the eastern 

shores of North and South America conform to the western shore lines of Europe and Africa. Geologist call have named this 

the "Continental Drift Theory".
